Objectives of the symposium

In continuation to the RACHAD-symposium, held in Lanzhou, China  in September 26-28, 2001, the symposium in Berlin will focus on ecosystem research in desert areas, high mountains, basins and lowlands of Central Asia comprising the Late Quaternary to present time.  The main research topics should be related to

· natural processes and influences on the landscape (geodynamics), eg. tectonics, mass movement, fluvial dynamics   

· climate and environmental changes during the Quaternary with respect to high resolution records 

· evolution of ecosystems with special focus on biogenic processes  

· the human impact, which has a growing and sustainable influence on ecosystems even in remote areas of Central Asia.

· Modelling  and GIS

Symposium language is English

Extended abstracts of  presentations (max. 3 pages including figures) are required until 30th November 2002 for publication in an abstract volume of  the journal “Berliner Geographische Abhandlungen”
