How to reach De Uithof by public transport

Utrecht has three railwaystations: Central (Central), Lunetten and Overvecht-Noord. You can travel to one of the stations and take a bus. Centraal usually is most convenient.

Utrecht Centraal railway station 
You can take bus route 11, 12 or 20. Routes 11 and 12 leave every 3 to 5 minutes and go to De Uithof directly. Bus route 20 leaves ess frequently and travels around the city before arriving at De Uithof.
Overvecht-Noord railway station
Take bus route 30. 
Utrecht Lunetten railwaystation
Take bus route 31

See the map of De Uithof for the location of bus stops and buildings. For Educatorium take the first stop at Heidelberglaan and take a walk into the Van Unnikbuilding, which has a direct transfer on the ground floor to the Educatorium.

Hotel accommodation

Utrecht Centre of Geosciences (www.ucgeo.nl) is a thematic collaboration, involving three faculties at Utrecht University (Geosciences (AW), Physics and Astronomy (N&S), and Biology (BIO)) together with the Netherlands Institute of Applied Geoscience TNO — National Geological Survey (TNO-NITG).
