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SYMPOSIUM SUMMARY

On the occasion of the 125th anniversary of the birth of Milutin Milankovitch, Serbian
Academy of Sciences and Arts is organizing an international symposium aimed at reviewing the state-
of-the-art of climate science as it relates to the work of Milankovitch. The emphasis of the symposium
will be paleoclimate, but present understanding of the Earth’s climate dynamics, and a summary of the
numerical tools used nowadays will be briefly covered. Review lectures will be presented on
paleoclimate record — deep sea cores, continents, ice cores, on long-term climate data analysis,
modeling, and astronomical forcing. Milankovitch's life and work, the colorful memories he has left of
the events of his time, and his opus as a poetic science writer, will also be highlighted. The symposium
will consist of invited lectures, but will include poster sessions to accommodate contributed papers.

General information, application and deadlines

1. The official symosium language is English.

2. Registration fees:

Registration fee covers the costs of abstracts, programe book, refreshments during breaks, and the
conference dinner.

3. The symposium will take place at the Hotel Intercontinental Belgrade, 10, Vladimira Popovica,
11070 Belgrade (Tel: + 381 11 311 3333; Fax: +381 11 311 1330).

Symposium registration will take place at the Hotel Intercontinental Belgrade from 4:00 PM till
8:00 PM on Sunday, August 29, 2004. The registration will continue on Monday, August 30, from 8:00
AM till 7:00 PM, and Tuesday from 8:00 AM till 1:00 PM.

4. Belgrade, and getting to Belgrade:

Belgrade is well known for its cultural, historical and tourist traditions dating back more than a
century, for its pleasant climate and for its hospitality. Belgrade hotels offerred guarantees pleasant
accommodation, rich gastronomic fare, and are close to excellent entertainment and shopping. The city
has a friendly, lively academic atmosphere, due to the presence of the Belgrade University and its
students. The organizers hope participants will enjoy their stay in Belgrade, with its beautiful setting on
two major rivers and numerous other attractions.

Participants taking taxies from the airport to their hotels are advised to be aware of the distance
involved, and that the taxi rates in Belgrade are less than the typical rates in western European
countries. Asking for approximate fare before hiring a taxi is recommended.

5. Accommodation:

Hotels of all categories should be available for the participants of the symposium. A number of
hotel rooms in different price categories have been booked in Belgrade at special rates. Hotel
accommodation will be reserved when ZEPTER PASSPORT has received the accompanied
registration form together with the hotel deposit. ZEPTER PASSPORT will tentatively book another
hotel if the desired accommodation should be fully booked. The deposit will be deducted from the hotel
bill when paying the hotel bill in Belgrade. The participants will pay the remaining balance directly to
the hotel in Dinars.

6. Instruction for poster presentation:

Posters are planed to be exhibited for the entire duration of the symposium. Recommended sizes of
posters is up to 90 cm (w) x 200 cm (h). Adhesive material will be provided.

7. Guidelines for abstracts:

Abstracts should be submitted for oral (invited speakers with extended abstracts, up to 15 pages)
and poster presentations (up to 3 pages with graphics included, A4 or US letter format). Photographs
will not be accepted. Citations in the text must be included in a references list.

Abstracts should be written in English according to the following:

- Short and concise title should use 12 pt bold letters and be centered on the page.

- Full names of all authors should follow, in 10 pt letters, and be centered on the page. Author
affiliation should be listed in 10 pt italic letters. Name of each organization or institution should
be left-aligned, and occupy a single line. Numbered superscripts should be used to indicate the
affiliation of each author. Address (es) of authors, with underlined name of the person presenting
the paper/poster, and e-mail addresses should be added.

- Abstracts should be saved as Microsoft Word documents.



- Authors should submit their abstracts ready for direct reproduction, so use of high-quality
printers is recommended. The text must be word-processed camera-ready copy in single column
format and printed in Times font, size 10. Main text (including references should be single
spaced (1.5) with 2.5 cm margins on both sides (except the top margin of the first page: 3.0 cm).

- The abstracts for MM, 2004 should be submitted by e-mail or mailed on an electronic medium
(CD or floppy disk) to the Symposium Secretary (milankovitch-erc@sanu.ac.yu)

- Deadline for submission of abstracts is April 30, 2004.

Papers of invited speakers as camera-ready copies should be submitted before June 15, 2004.

8. Passport and visa requirements:

Serbia and Montenegro is not a member of the Europian Union and of the Schengen Treaty.
Updated information concerning the visa regime should be available at www.mfa.gov.yu. Majority of
participants from EC or other countries will probably need no visa to enter Serbia and Montenegro.
Organizers will provide a personal invitation letter to any participant upon request.
