Indicate at top of page whether it is an oral or poster presentation. Entire document should be single spaced, Arial and font size 12 
Abstract not to exceed 300 words 

1. Title: Lower case, bold
2. Author(s): Lower case bold. Place initials without full stops and spaces before surname. If more than one author, underline the presenting author (e.g. AB Botha). Commas between names and "and" before last author 
3. Address(es) of authors: Lower case. If more than one address, give number in superscript followed by address 
4. Text: Indent first line 

It is the responsibility of authors to ensure that the abstract is “print ready” without mistakes, typo’s, etc.
